PRODUCT DESCRIPTION
For exterior and interior.
The wax content is minimal.

The product HARD WAX OIL GAPPA “BIOCID” (GLOSSY) is developed with the help of the
newest means of struggle with living organisms that destroy wood. Designed to protect wooden surfaces
from weathering, ultraviolet rays (destruction and fading), mold, algae, blue rot, fungi and insect pests, to
give the wood exceptional decorative characteristics inside and outside.

= The surface of wood acquires a glossy shine, it becomes pleasant to the touch, the resistance to abrasion,
scratches, household dyes increases.

» Eliminates the penetration of water into the wood, while ensuring the evaporation of moisture
inside the wood - *'the tree breathes™.

Application 243 in the EU is governed by the EU Biocidal Product Regulation (EU 528/2012)). 344 is a
biocidal product intended for use in accordance with Type 7 products (film protection), in accordance
with the Biocidal Products Directive.

Thanks to the latest generation of biocides, which are resistant to ultraviolet rays and atmospheric
factors, as well as the unique composition of the product, a reliable protection of the wooden
surface is ensured throughout the TERM OF LIFE of the protective and decorative coating!

STORAGE
At least 5 years in the original packaging. It is frost-resistant.




SURFACE PREPARATION

The product is ready for use. Stir well before use. DO NOT DILUTE!

The surface must be clean and dry, not previously treated. Old paint coatings must be removed. Humidity
of wood - no more than 20%.

METHODS OF APPLICATION

Apply the oil in a thin, even layer using a viscose sponge, brush, roller, lint-free cloth or spray. Allow to
soak in the wood for a few minutes. Remove excess with a lint-free cloth. Leave to dry for 24 hours (in
sunny, warm and windy weather, the interlayer drying time can be significantly reduced - up to 6 hours).
Drying time "to touch” - 15-30 minutes. Full drying of one layer - 24 hours!

During the work it has a faint odor; after drying it is odorless.

ATTENTION! Oil after application within 2-3 weeks is gaining hardness. If possible, do not subject the
treated surface to intense mechanical stress during this period.

ADVICE ON USE

* Wood moisture is not more than 20% (use an ultrasonic moisture meter, it shows the humidity inside the
wood, not the outside).

= When working with colored oils, the wood surface should be polished to a high quality. The darker the
color of the oil, the higher the quality requirements for grinding.

= Dust from the surface of the wood after grinding should be thoroughly removed (use an industrial
vacuum cleaner).

= Do not use an abrasive that is too small, namely, No. 500 and smaller, this can lead to a very fine
abrasive dust creating a vulcanized layer on the surface through which the oil does not penetrate the
wood.

* For sure (guaranteed) protection, the total number of layers of oil with solid GAPPA wax should be at
least three.

IMPORTANT! When used as additional layers of other GAPPA products, the product HARD WAX
OIL GAPPA “BIOCID” is always applied as a first layer on a clean, dry surface.

For cleaning the tool it is recommended to use white spirit.
Personal protective equipment must be used to prevent the product from reaching unprotected skin and
eyes.

INGREDIENTS
Natural vegetable oils, aliphatic hydrocarbons, waxes, modifiers, biocides.

COVERAGE

1 litre covers approx. 30 m? with one coat - based on 20% moisture content of larch parquet, ground No.
240.

= Actual consumption will depend heavily on surface preparation, wood structure, moisture, the presence
of gaps, the method of application (the most economical is applying with a viscose sponge).

PACKING
0.2 liters; 1 liter; 10 liters
